4. domain knowledge and experience
[This section of the Technical Proposal should document the qualifications of the Offeror and all proposed subcontractors and collaborators that directly relate to performance of the project.  The relevant expertise and contributions of each partner to proposed project must be clear. The qualifications of the stated subcontractors and collaborators should also be documented, including relevant past experience.]
5. data and software sharing plan

[This section should include the plan for and commitment of the Offeror and all affiliated organizations to wide distribution and sharing of tools/results of the proposed project.  The proposed data and software sharing plan must clearly address how the offeror and partners will address the goals for data and software sharing stated in RFP.]
6. resumes/biographical sketches
